Town Ordinances: Friendly Reminder...

The Town of Ellendale has its own Town Code and
Zoning Ordinance in place. Some of the Town rules in
these codes that may affect you are:

- Grass/Weeds cannot be above 6 inches, or you will
be in violation.

- Itis unlawful in the State of Delaware to sweep, rake,
blow or otherwise place yard waste in a roadway.

- Parking is not permitted on the grass in front of any
residence, including in the strip between the road
and sidewalk, and vehicles cannot block any portion
of the sidewalk.

- No inoperative or unlicensed motor vehicle can be
parked or stored on any property unless it is kept
within a structure or enclosed area.

- All dogs must be on a leash, they cannot be roaming
free in town.

- No pets are allowed in the Town Park at any time.

- Golf carts as per state regulations.

CURFEW:

Ellendale has a curfew; no person under the age of 18
years shall be out in the streets or public areas of Town
between the hours of 10pm to 6am.
